	STEP DESCRIPTION: 

FAN TOES, HEEL/TOE TAPS
1, 2      Fan RIGHT toes to right side, and return home
3, 4      Fan RIGHT toes to right side, and return home
5, 6      Tap RIGHT heel forward twice
7, 8      Tap RIGHT toe back twice
HEEL/TOE TOUCHES,  GRAPEVINE RIGHT,  HITCH
9, 10     Tap RIGHT heel forward; Tap RIGHT toe back
11, 12   Tap RIGHT toe to right side; ½ Hitch RIGHT across LEFT (Wing)
13, 14   Step RIGHT to right side;  Step LEFT behind Right
15, 16   Step RIGHT to right side;  Hitch LEFT knee
GRAPEVINE LEFT,  ¼ TURN,  HITCH,  GRAPEVINE RIGHT,  ¼ TURN,  ½ TURN
17, 18   Step LEFT to left side; Step RIGHT behind Left
19, 20   Turn ¼ to left; Hitch RIGHT knee
21, 22    Step RIGHT to right; Step LEFT behind RIGHT
23, 24    Step on RIGHT while making ¼ turn to right; (Keeping weight on RIGHT) Hitch LEFT & spin around ½ turn to right
WALK BACK, STOMP
25, 26   Step down on LEFT foot; Step back on RIGHT foot
27, 28   Step back on LEFT foot; Stomp RIGHT foot next to Right
BEGIN DANCE AGAIN
VARIATION: We have a LOT of fun with this little variation!
STEP 24   Instead of spinning 1/2 turn, just hitch LEFT leg then proceed with steps 25 - 28. This will cause you to back up to the side of the floor where you were. Since each dancer can choose to cross to the other side or remain on the same side of the dance floor, lines will be of different lengths each time all the steps have been done.

***Make it a game by trying to “stick” someone on the opposite line by themselves.
